General Position Description

TakeAway, Iowa’s medication disposal program available through community pharmacies, has served the state since November 2009. The Iowa Pharmacy Association (IPA) administers this program, which has now collected over 30,000 pounds of unused and expired medications statewide. IPA is seeking a passionate and motivated student pharmacist to serve as the part-time TakeAway intern. The TakeAway intern will become familiar with:
· TakeAway’s history, including IPA’s involvement in the program’s creation along with how the program has progressed since its inception

· TakeAway’s relationship to statewide organizations including the State of Iowa legislature and the Iowa Board of Pharmacy

· TakeAway’s ongoing education and communication provided to IPA members, participating pharmacies, program partners and the general public

· TakeAway’s goals for future development
Responsibilities

Duties of the TakeAway intern include, but are not limited to:

· Contributing written articles for the Monthly IPA e-Newsletter, quarterly peer-reviewed IPA Journal, and other publications as needed

· Creating and distributing the Monthly TakeAway Update to participating pharmacies and program partners

· Maintaining an updated database on TakeAway’s participating pharmacies and statewide collections

· Managing TakeAway’s web and social media presence, including website and Facebook page updates

· Seeking and participating in opportunities for outreach and education, including events at communities and pharmacies across the state of Iowa

· Managing appearances by Pill Dude, the TakeAway mascot, in collaboration with Drake University and University Iowa Colleges of Pharmacy

· Responding to emails - received from partners, pharmacies and other stakeholders - in a timely and effective manner

· Providing timely and effective communication with IPA staff

· Participating in meetings with IPA staff and other stakeholders as needed
· Assisting with all reporting requirements

· Seeking funding opportunities, and preparing grant applications, as available
Selection of the Applicant

Selection of the applicant shall be the responsibility of a committee composed of the executive staff of the Iowa Pharmacy Association.  Candidates may be asked to interview for the position.  Announcement of the final selection will be made before April 1.
