Prescription Medication Misuse
· 1 in 4 Americans (about 75 million people) do not follow direction when taking prescription medicines

· Poor adherence to medication causes approximately 125,000 deaths nationally each year and costs an estimated $290 billion annually

· Interferes with desired treatment and causes harmful reactions
· Results in at least 1.5 million preventable adverse events each year

· Medication use can be improved with Medication Therapy Management

What is Medication Therapy Management (MTM)?

· MTM is a distinct service or group of services that optimize therapeutic outcomes for individual patients
· MTM encompasses a broad range of professional activities and responsibilities within the licensed pharmacist’s scope of practice
· MTM services include a medication therapy review, personal medication record (prescription and nonprescription medications, herbal products, and other dietary supplements), medication-related action plan, intervention and/or referral, and documentation and follow-up
· MTM services provided by pharmacists, in collaboration with a patient’s primary care provider, improve treatment outcomes
· MTM services promote the safe and effective use of medications
· Ultimately, MTM is a way to provide better care for patients
Benefits of MTM
· Appropriate use of medication

· Reduces overall health care costs

· Reduces the number of medication-related problems

· Improves patient outcomes by optimizing therapeutic outcomes

· Fully utilizes pharmacists’ ability as medication experts
MTM in Iowa

· Pharmacist provided MTM began here in Iowa in 1999 with the Medicaid Pharmaceutical Case Management (PCM) Program

· Senator Grassley introduced the PCM program to Congress and MTM has become a required component of all Medicare Part D plans

· On the national stage, MTM is included in the different versions of health care reform bills
